	Teaching to the Objective 

Introduction/Motivation/ 

Prior Knowledge

We are beginning a new journey in literature today. We will be venturing into the mind of the great Charles Dickens. If you look at our timeline you will notice we will be learning some biographical information about him at first and then reading three of his novels.

Today we will be looking up some biographical information online and making our own timeline of important events in Dickens life. We will be viewing a short animation on his life. For your homework each of you will be creating a storyboard on an event of your choosing. 
Something you may not know is that when Charles Dickens was a boy of only 12 years old, his father was put into jail for not paying their bills and young Charles had to go work in a factory. Imagine being so young and having that happen to you. We will be looking at BBC’s animation as a class.

Developmental Activities:

Use a computer and overhead projector to go onto BBC’s website and view the short animated chronology of events in Dickens’s life.
Hand out the printouts from Victorian Web and read over them as a class.

Assessment:  Students will do a storyboard on an event of their choosing from the chronology of events we looked over. Students will be given a list of websites to look at if they feel they need additional information.
Closure:   
 Assign students their homework and hand out the blank storyboards. Answer any questions on Dickens life and on the storyboards. Remind students if they are not an artist it is ok. To relate to class show them I can only draw stick people.
   
	Differentiation:

There will be a handout for all students on the timeline of our unit on Charles Dickens. This is for visual learners as well as a reminder to all students.
Have a printout of the biographical information for any students who feels they need it from Victorian Web.
Students have the chronology and biographical information to go along with any notes they took during the viewing of the animated story. They can use this information to supplement what they wrote down.

The following day the students will present their story boards to the class.
