Style: the particular way a writer uses language

Diction: word choice and sentence patterns

Images: vivid mental pictures

Figurative language: similes, metaphors, and personification (previous knowledge)

Settings: the surroundings of our character, the time, place, atmosphere, the picture painted for us in words by Dickens
Mood: the feelings and atmosphere the story provokes

Vocabulary Words

Epic: Extending beyond the usual or ordinary especially in size or scope.


Aristocracy: A governing body or upper class usually made up of an hereditary nobility.


Parliament: An assemblage of the nobility, clergy, and commons called together by the British sovereign as the supreme legislative body in the United Kingdom.


Recluse: A person who leads a secluded or solitary life.


Smitten: Affected deeply with great feeling.

Benefactor: One who makes a gift or bequest.


Acquiesce: to assent tacitly; submit or comply silently or without protest
Depreciation: A non-cash expense that reduces the value of an asset as a result of wear and tear, age, or obsolescence. Most assets lose their value over time (in other words, they depreciate), and must be replaced once the end of their useful life is reached.
